Contrast Screen

Press the Contrast button to adjust the
LCD contrast.

Use the Left/Right keys to adjust the contrast to the
desired level, Contrast seltings are from 1 (lightest) to
20 (darkest). The setting ‘wraps round’ from 1 to 20. To
select press OK or leave for 5 sec.

The Smart Interrupter will keep displaying this screen
and all button presses except power off will be ignored
until the thermal cut-out resets. Once the cut-oul has
reset the Smart Interrupter will resume normal operation
in Stopped mode.

Master-Slave Synchronisation

Smart Interrupters can be synchronised by connecting
them together, one master and many slaves if need be,

All units nead to be in SCM or pulse mode. They will not
synchronise if different.

Switch on the Master Unit than connect a slave unit to
tha master using the sync cable. Switch On the slave
and It will automatically synchronise with the master. The
slave Interrupters will continually emit a short beep each
time a time mark is received. Always remove slave end
first. Settings on master can still be changed if master
cable end is still inserted.

Synchronisation cable is marked ‘M at master end

If there is @ mismaltch between master and slave
patterns, the slave will emit a continuous tone until the
mismatch is corrected.

When synchronisation Is complete, the following screen

will be displayed for five seconds.

GPS Option

Units with the GPS option will automatically
synchronise when switched On. Sync will not be lost
switching the units On or Off or changing SCM settings

GPS operation s automatically selected when the GPS
antenna is plugged in and placed with a clear view of
the sky.

GPS operation indicators are:

'+’ Steady = Antenna plugged in and operational,
but cannot get enough sateliites, poor
sky view. Move antenna to clear view.

~}*  Flashing = Antenna not plugged in or its broken,
try another.

Empty = GPS is fitted, but it's asleep
